The
general public was invited to offer design proposals for the
university emblem and the current emblem with the paulownia
flower was decided on by a student vote.

The university also invited the school community to propose
school song lyrics in May 1951 as part of its anniversary
celebration.Lyrics written by a liberal arts student were
voted as the best, but they were deemed as more fitting for
a “students’song’rather than the school song. Music for the
lyrics was composed by an associate professor of the liberal arts
department, and the“Song of Iwate University Students” was
completed in 1953.Today the song is sung at every school event.
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Iwate University Official Character
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Co-consideration and Co-creation

As a higher education institution that is creating a better
future, it is important that Iwate University continues to
serve as a regional repository of knowledge and a center of
knowledge creation. This requires the sound management of
the University, both in terms of its administration and the
education it provides. Moreover, when it comes to education,
research, and social contributions, Iwate University must be
a presence that the local community can rely on, respect, and
love as a core hub for academia. My vision for the University
is for us to come together to achieve the Iwate University
Vision 2030, which looks ahead ten years, through co-
consideration and co-creation (thinking about things
together; creation through cooperation) by students and
faculty members.

To ensure that we are ONLY ONE university that creates
a better future, now is the time for vital education structures
that can improve students’ so-called “human skills”: the
ability to manage and thrive in society. One stanza of our
student song, Hana Fufumitaru Kiri no Ha wo Shirushi to
Idaku Mune no Ue, celebrates young students as flower and
leaf buds that are not yet opened, but will soon bloom. One
of our University’s most important duties is to send talented
personnel out into society; for this, we need education
that encourages students’ emotional growth in addition to
academic teaching when training our students. It is vital that
students have mature self-actualization abilities when they
become members of society, as well as literacy that allows
them to adapt to a society in which multiple cultures coexist.
To accomplish this, Iwate University offers diverse learning
environments. We will also ensure that our academic
core is made up of studying and learning through which
students and faculty members can stimulate each other, and
enrich our educational curricula so that students can study
what they want to learn. By disseminating these concepts
throughout both general education and specialized education
in our faculties and graduate schools, we will foster highly
specialized professionals who are capable of supporting
globalization and playing active roles in international society.

The National University Corporation system began in
2004, and since then we have set out multiple medium-
term objectives and medium-term plans, each covering a
six year-period; once the six years are ended, these are then
subject to evaluation. The first period was considered the
start-up period (2004-2009), and focused on a new kind
of university administration based on the new corporation
system. The second period served as a reform period
(2010-2015), in which we redefined our mission based on
the National University Reform Plan and carried out full-
fledged reforms by making the most of the advantages of the
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change to a corporation. The third, and current, period is
one of functional enhancement (2016-2021), in which we
have implemented large-scale organizational reform; in this
academic year, which is the final year of this period, we are
summing up the plan as a whole, and determining objectives
and plans for the fourth period. We will create new objectives
and plans based on the National University Reform Policies,
which were built upon the Central Council for Education’s
“Grand Design for Higher Education toward 2040” report,
with the aim of creating strategic management that will drive
social change. As one of the administrative units operating a
national university in the area, when considering the way we
work as a higher education institution we must join together
with related institutions and carry out discussions that take
into account the actual conditions of the area, including
demographic shifts, population inflow and outflow, the rate
of advancement to universities and similar institutions, the
scale of universities and similar institutions in the area, the
economy, and the industrial structure. To accomplish this,
it is surely imperative for us to first construct a Platform
for Regional Cooperation, which will serve as a forum
for information sharing and coordination. A variety of
stakeholders will use this platform to share any feelings of
an impending crisis or any issues related to the local area
or higher education, and commit themselves by proactively
participating in forums to discuss their visions of the future.
Providing opportunities for high quality education according
to local needs and producing extremely capable personnel
who can support the government and industry are some
of our most important challenges, which we will tackle by
coming together as a region.

Meanwhile, we will continue operating the University
as we respond to the ongoing spread of COVID-19. We
have accepted an unprecedented “unknown normal” as our
everyday “new normal,” and students and staff must unite
to come up with ways to enable smooth learning, allowing
the whole of Iwate University to overcome this situation.
Moreover, in this “new normal” society, we are seeing
digital transformation develop at an accelerated rate across
the globe. It seems reasonable to say that the arrival of Al,
an IoT society, and Society 5.0, which balances economic
advancement with the resolution of social problems by a
system that highly integrates cyberspace and physical space,
is more imminent than we imagined. We are seeing increased
acceleration when looking at the development of these
phenomena on a time axis. As a core hub for academia in
the area, there are many actions that Iwate University should
take, and we accept that people have great expectations for
these.

In order to perform the clinical education for veterinary students, the Iwate
University Veterinary Teaching Hospital is carrying out the veterinary medical
examination, dividing into a companion animal medicine and a large animal
medicine. The specialists of each animal medicine are performing the veterinary
medicine with their students and make researches into clinical problems. There are two departments (veterinary internal medicine and
surgery) in the small animal medicine and three departments (reproduction, diagnostic treatment, and food animal production medicine)
in the large animal medicine. The Iwate University Veterinary Teaching Hospital is utilized as a site for graduation research and clinical
education of students. In addition, this hospital is also an institution for postgraduate education of clinical veterinarians, and supports the
animal health care as a secondary medical facility in Tohoku district.

The Botanical Garden was established in 1902 during the days of the Imperial College of Agriculture and Forestry in Morioka (the
precursor of present-day Iwate University). With an area of 49,500 square meters, the garden has more than 500 species of trees and plants.
It has flourished in the 118 years since its establishment and is now home to groups of massive trees that are rarely found in such an urban
area. The pond called “Hokusui no ike,” the water garden, and the adjoining glass greenhouse “Poran House” are situated at the center of
the botanical garden. Local citizens have greatly enjoyed exploring nature and relaxing there.

The Imperial College of Agriculture and Forestry in Morioka was established
in 1902, and this building was constructed in 1912 as one of the college's main
buildings. This two-story wooden structure from the Meiji period features European
architecture. The first floor of the building contained the president's office,
administrative offices, and a conference room, while the second floor contained
a large hall. The government designated the building as an Important Cultural
Property in 1994, and it was subsequently restored. It currently serves as the Historical Museum for Agricultural Education. The museum
hosts exhibitions on agricultural education and research and exhibits materials from Kenji Miyazawa's days as a student at the college.

Through the Research Center for Regional Disaster Management, Iwate University has encouraged disaster prevention training in the local
community and has conducted programs to train disaster response leaders. However, after the Great East Japan Earthquake of 2011, the
Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology provided support for us to enhance the center in an effort to encourage the
recovery of the Iwate area. The center now extends over all humanities and sciences for natural disaster risk reduction at the university.

The center is made up of three divisions that : analyze natural disasters, study ways to prepare municipalities for disasters, and foster
disaster response and recovery. We make use of our location within the disaster area to conduct research and implement projects that create
community-based systems of disaster management, develop infrastructure, and train people in disaster recovery and reconstruction. We are
earnestly working to restore the Iwate area as quickly as possible.

Goals : We seek to create a community-based disaster management system and to promote recovery from natural disasters. These goals
are predicated on crafting a multi-layered system of disaster prevention in accordance with local conditions and creating and
maintaining disaster response and recovery.
