Graduate School of Arts and Sciences

The aim of the Graduate School of Arts and Sciences is to develop human resources who can use their
expertise in the natural sciences, the humanities, and the social sciences, etc., to create new value from a
broad perspective, unrestricted by boundaries between the humanities and the sciences, and contribute to
the resolution of both local and global issues and create a sustainable society.

Successful applicants are selected based on the admission policies established by the individual major
program in accordance with the Diploma Policy and the Curriculum Formulation and Implementation Policy.

Division of Science and Engineering

The aim of the Division of Science and Engineering is to develop highly skilled professionals and
researchers in the fields of science and engineering, engineering, or design, who have a broad range of basic
academic abilities in the area of specialization and the ability to use them for practical application in proac-
tively solving as-yet-unknown issues, and who place emphasis on the development of the local and interna-
tional communities and coexistence with the natural environment.
