AIRPORT PICK-UP SERVICE

VISA

Visa is your sole responsibility. Usually, 1 ~ 3 month-long tourist visa is enough for MJU’s summer program. However, please double check with your nearest Korean embassy/consulate as it is their sole decision and Myongji University cannot make any guarantees nor provide support. Application fee will not be reimbursed due to visa denial.

ANNOUNCEMENT

All students need to introduce their university or their country by any means (such as a short presentation, dance, singing, picture exhibition, video clips and/or any other methods) at the closing ceremony.
All students will present what they have learned during their club activities. The Taekwondo and K-POP teams will perform while the Korean traditional drawing and calligraphy team will exhibit their art works.
All students must participate in all cultural excursions and cannot attend personal schedules unless there are sick.
Korean buddy students will accompany the international students throughout the program.
Other Korean students will study with the international students in English language courses. And these students will accompany the international students during the 1 night & 2 days trip out of Seoul.
SPECIAL OFFERS

If ten (10) students apply together as a group, the application fee (worth 100,000 KRW) will be waived. Or, if a staff from MJU’s partner university recruit over ten (10) students, the staff will be invited to participate in the SAM program without tuition (no other fees such as housing and flight and application fee for the students will not be waived).
Exchange students who will be coming to Myongji University or have attended the exchange previously or are currently enrolled at Myongji University as an exchange student, the administration fee (worth 100,000 KRW) will be waived. At the same time 300,000 KRW will be waived from the tuition fee.
Fall semester exchange students can come 1 month earlier to participate the program and spring semester exchange students can stay during the summer break for the SAM program.
