IV Extended Enrollment System

The total tuition fees for Extended Enrollment is the same as for the standard program of four years.

Applications that have been admitted will be notified of the application method for Extended Enrollment.

V  Personal information management

Personal information will be handled in accordance with the “Act on the Protection of Personal

(1) Personal Information provided in the application, such as name, address and other information,
