(1) Payment to the university

Matriculation Fee JPY 282,000 (estimated)
Annual Tuition JPY 535,800 (estimated)

Note 1: The figures above are estimated amounts; therefore, in the event they are amended at the
time of your registration or while you are enrolled, the new amount/s to be paid will be in
effect thereafter.

Note 2: Applicants who have completed or are expected to complete a master’'s program in the
Graduate School of Iwate University between March, 2016 and March, 2019 are exempt from
paying the matriculation fee.

Note 3: International students sponsored by the Japanese government are exempt from paying the
matriculation fee and tuition.

- Payment methods for Personal Accident Insurance for Students pursuing Education and Research
- Application method and required documents for matriculation fee and tuition waiver

V Extended Enrollment System

The Graduate School of Veterinary Sciences offers an option for students with special circumstances
(see Note 1) to complete their course of study within eight years in a specially planned and approved
manner, rather than the standard four years. Those requesting this option will be screened for qualification.

The total tuition fees for Extended Enrollment is the same as for the standard program of four years.

Applications that have been admitted will be notified of the application method for Extended Enrollment.

Note 1) Eligibility: (i) Working students

(those who work eight hours a day, three or more days a week; or those who
work four hours a day, four or more days a week, and have been continually
employed for six or more months)

(i) Homemakers and/or those raising children
(i) Those who are not categorized as above but are supporting themselves financially
(ivy Others who are deemed eligible by the Graduate School of Veterinary Sciences

Note 2) In general, there is no special curriculum provided for Extended Enrollment students.

V Personal information management

fee collection.
